1. Each player will receive a letter of acceptance or a 
letter of denial, with a full refund. Once an 
application has been submitted, processed and 
approved, no refunds will be given. There are no 
exceptions.  

2. Registration & Meeting begins at 8:30 am 

3. Combine Measurements. All players will undergo 
height, weight, wingspan, and vertical jump 
measurements as well as 20 yard dash, agility 
shuttle and broad jump. 

4. Drill stations. Players will be paced through a pre-
determined set of drill stations designed to exploit 
each players identifiable skills. 

5. Position Drills. Participants will perform position 
specific drills to help provide a more intensive 
evaluation. 

6. 5 on 5 full court games. This will provide players an 
opportunity to showcase skills within a team 
setting.
